Recognize the Bible 
as the Word of God, 
a guide for our 
lives. 
 
Identify the two 
major divisions of 
the Bible: the OT as 
a story of family 
and law; the NT as 
the story of Jesus 
and His love for us. 
 
 

 
Identify and know 
the difference 
between Books, 
Chapters, and 
Verses in the 
Bible. 
 
Memorize the 
Books of the 
Bible. 
 
Practice locating 
scripture in the 
Bible.   
 
Begin a simple 
timeline of Bible 
events. 

 
Know basic groupings 
of Bible books, such 
as law, history, 
Gospels, Pauline 
letters, etc. 
 
Gain further practice 
and skill in locating 
scripture in the Bible. 
 
Practice using a 
Concordance. 
 
Place events/stories/ 
characters from the 
Bible on a timeline. 
 
Locate events from 
the Bible on a map.

Identify who God is 
through prayer, 
song, motions, sign 
language, and by 
completing the 
statement: “God 
is…” 
 
Learn and practice 
how to worship and 
how to respect 
others. 
 
Gain an 
understanding of 
forgiveness. 

 
Gain a beginning 
knowledge of 
salvation. 
 
Gain a beginning 
knowledge of 
missions. 

 
Further develop a 
knowledge of 
salvation and 
missions. 
 
Gain a knowledge of 
communion and 
participate in its 
practice. 
 
Gain an understanding 
of the meaning of 
baptism. 

 
Celebration:
